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BEYOND THE FRONT DOOR 

Inside The Auchmar Manor House:  Challenge and Sacrifice 

 

 1918. The Great War was over. Soldiers were returning home on trains to different parts of 

the country. So were the medical staffs, surgeons and nurses who had served overseas – 

exhausted – their ranks decimated. 

 Within three months, the people of Hamilton would have cause to worry.  

A rainy, damp September gave way to October which ushered in November. Among other 

things, heating coal was scarce, and many did without. The papers last month were filled with 

dire news. 

On October 5, The Armament School of the Royal Air Service (Longwood Ave.) in West 

Hamilton reported the first death attributed to Spanish Flu. 

In the early days of Autumn, the Provincial Board of Health advised all to avoid crowded 

streetcars and large gatherings in an effort to avoid panic. 

The Hamilton Board of Health on October 16, 1918 issued the following: “all schools, 

seminaries, dance halls…. bowling alleys, theatres and places for public gatherings are to be 

closed.”  It declared; “…public funerals prohibited ...only 4 passengers plus the operator in an 

elevator.  All gatherings essential for the war are excepted.” 



How much more would occur in this decade many asked. Edwardian Hamilton has seen and 

experienced so much. The polio crisis. The Titanic striking an iceberg and sinking – friends lost 

into the depths of the Atlantic. 

The Great War which consumed a 

generation. Men and women. 

Everyone knew someone or some 

family where there was an empty 

chair at the dinner table. A brother 

or uncle; a father or son; a sister or 

aunt, or a mother or daughter.  

The Hamilton Spectator and 

Hamilton Herald reported daily on 

new cases of the Spanish flu.  

Did Rosa Greening confide to her journal her thoughts? Did she worry about her young adult 

children and grandchildren? At Auchmar, did Elsie, Marie, the small staff and the girls worry 

that the sickness would come up the hill? 

The Photograph would become known as “Tank Day.” In an effort to support the troops 

overseas, a demonstration of the power of the tank would be held in Gore Park. Ten of thousands 

crowded into the Gore Area to witness this exhibition. 

Paying no heed to the warnings of the Board of Health, they stood shoulder to shoulder. Soon 

many would fall ill and the hospitals would overflow. Ballinahinch and the Jockey Club would 

become makeshift hospitals. 

What thoughts did Annie Kathleen write down in her home on Hess Street South? What 

recollections jotted down in these days would see the light of day a century later? 

The dead began to pile up in the morgues. The funeral homes could not keep up with the demand 

for caskets and burials. Companies brought on additional cabinet makers.  

Schools and church basements became makeshift kitchens. Volunteers prepared food baskets for 

home delivery. Private car owners lent their cars to those delivering food and nursing care. 

But, it was not over. 



A.V. Young, “Pete” sat at his desk in a 
comfortable chair in a well furnished room. 

He opened the drawer and took out his 

Military Attestation Papers. Bill (J. V. 

Young), his brother, had been over there. 

Wounded. But he came home. 

Families and friends paid a steep price. He 

thought of Gordon Hamilton Southam, lost 

during the Battle of the Somme and 

Gordon Glassco and the letters written 

before the final day. 

And of Travers (Travers Lucas),  a relative, and the agony and despair they had to overcome, 

when news came from overseas about the 54th Battalion in Arras near Vimy. 

Such a tremendous price – a generation gone.
